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Outline Case Study

Earsham Primary School, Earsham, Bungay, Suffolk

The existing Earsham primary school is being redeveloped to
cater for an extended age group from nine to eleven year olds.
The new school was built on land opposite the original site.

The main school, parking areas and ancillary facilities are
located towards the front of the plot with the playing fields
taking up the majority of the site located behind the main
building.

To install a Dimplex SI 50TE Ground Source Heat pump to
provide spatial heating and 500 litres of hot water. The 2350m
ground collectors are to be placed a metre and a half
underneath the playing fields.

A programme of extensive landscaping and planting will be
undertaken to promote biodiversity and the creation of wild life
habitats in line with Earsham school’s environmental policies.
